Disciplinary Action Response Plan
 1 Tim 4:12 Let no one despise your youth, but become an example of the believers in word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity
     All responses will be based on an individual basis taking into consideration the severity of behavior and the history of the individual involved in the event. 

     Each youth leader must conduct themselves with Christian fairness and firmness. It is imperative that the youth leader respond with balance, soberness, and resolution. As a youth leader, we are the initial responders; we must use our best judgment in each individual situation.

     With that being said, the following will outline response protocols:

I. A minimum of two youth leaders will respond to the initial event (if at all possible).

· Attempt to talk the situation down by using a calm tone and language that shows respect to the individual. It is our responsibility to be above reproach.

II. If unable to calm the situation down, remove the individuals from the situation. 

· Begin with removing the individual from the immediate situation

· Progress with removal to a different area of the MOE campus

· If behavior persists remove the individual from the campus (the parent should be contacted)

III. Parental Involvement

· If behavior continues on a regular basis the individuals parents will be contacted

· If individual is removed from campus the parents will be contacted

· If possible the parents will be involved in more serious and constant cases of disciplinary actions

IV. If behavior continues the individual will be suspended from group participation

· Will be determined on individual basis (considers the individual, seriousness, and history)

· However, if the decision is made, immediately contact the Youth Pastor before proceeding, and the following protocol will be followed:

· 1st Level: Removal from one service

· 2nd Level: Removal from two services

· 3rd Level: Removal from four services

· 4th Level: Removed indefinitely

Guidelines for Christian Behavior
1 Tim 4:12 Let no one despise your youth, but become an example of the believers in word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity
(The purpose of this code of conduct is to insure the safety of the group and each individual child.)

· While on campus, the youth are the responsibility of the Youth Pastor and staff, therefore, they must comply with our guidelines and code of conduct. 
· The youth are required to be in the proper place while on campus such as during service they are required to be in a classroom, sanctuary, or under the proper adult supervision.
· All teens and youth staff are under the supervision of the Youth Pastor
· All teens will be under the direct supervision of the Youth Pastor and Youth Staff
· Absolutely no use of tobacco in any form, alcohol, illegal narcotics, or profane language of any kind will be permitted. (It is required to make the Youth Pastor aware of all medications)

· No pornographic materials allowed.

· All trash will be disposed of properly.

· Improper displays of anger or aggression will not be tolerated.

· No one is allowed out of the immediate area of the group without the Youth Pastor’s or the youth staff’s permission.

· The boys and girls are not allowed to have physical contact such as kissing, prolonged hugging, or roughhousing. 

· While on campus, the youth are the responsibility of the Youth Pastor and staff, therefore, they must comply with our guidelines and code of conduct. 

· No destroying or taking property which does not belong to the youth: in the event this happens, the parent and proper authorities will be contacted. 

· The use of radios, videogames, iPods, etc… is restricted to the appropriate times. M.O.E. will not be responsible for lost, stolen, or broken electronics.

· Food and drinks are restricted to the appropriate times.

Any breach of proper conduct or disregard for appropriate conduct will result in disciplinary action.

· No clothing with profanity, nudity, etc…
Guidelines Clothing:

· All clothing should be modest
· As a staff , we reserve the right to contact the parent and speak to the youth about any clothing we feel is inappropriate.
· As a staff, we reserve to the right to send the youth home if the clothing is inappropriate.
